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CONVENTION ON INTERNATIONAL TRADE 
IN ENDANGERED SPECIES OF WILD FAUNA AND FLORA

The Contrac ting States,

RECOGNIZING that wild fauna and flora in their many beautiful and varied forms are an irreplaceable part of the

natural systems of the earth which must be protected for this and the generations to come;

CONSCIOUS of the ever-growing value of wild fauna and flora from aesthetic, scientific, cultural, recreational

and economic points of view;

RECOGNIZING that people s and States a re and sho uld be the best protectors of their own wild fauna and flora;

RECOGNIZING, in addition, that internationa l coopera tion is essential for the  protection  of certain spe cies of wild

fauna and flora against over-exploitation through international trade;

CONVINCED of the urgency of taking appropriate measures to this end;

HAVE  AGRE ED as follows:

ARTICLE I

DEFINITIONS

For the purpose o f the present Convention, unless the co ntext otherwise requires:

(a) "Specie s" means a ny species, sub species, or g eograph ically separate  populatio n thereof;

(b) "Specimen"  means:

(i) any animal or plant, whether alive or dead;

(ii)  in the case of a n animal: for species included in Appendices I and II, any readily recognizable part or

derivative thereof; and for species included in Appendix III, any readily recognizable part or derivative

thereof specified in Appendices III in relation to the species; and

(iii) in the case of a plant: for species included in Appendix I, any readily recognizable part or derivative

thereof;  and for species included in Appendices II and III, any readily recognizable part or derivative

thereof specified in Appen dices II and III in relation to the species;

(c) "Trade" means export, re-export, import and introduction from the sea;

(d) "Re-export" means export of any specimen that has previously been imported;

(e) "Introduction from the sea" means transportation into a State of sp ecimens o f any species wh ich were take n in

the marine environment not under the jurisdiction of any State;

(f) "Scientific Authority" means a national scientific authority designated in accordance with Article IX;

(g) "Management Authority" means a national management authority designated in accordance with Article IX;

(h) "Party" means a State for which the present Convention has entered into force.

ARTIC LE II

FUNDAMENTAL PRINCIPLES

1. Appen dix I shall include all species threatened with ex tinction which a re or may b e affected by tra de.  Trad e in

specimens of these species must be subjec t to particularly strict re gulation in ord er not to end anger further th eir

survival and must only be authorize d in exceptional circumstance s.

2. Appendix II shall include:

(a) all species which although not necessarily now threa tened with ex tinction may b ecome so  unless trade in

specimens of such spec ies is subject to stric t regulation in o rder to avo id utilization inco mpatible with their

survival; and

(b) other species whic h must be sub ject to regula tion in order that trade in specimens of certain species referred

to in subpar agraph (a ) of this paragr aph may b e brough t under effective  control.

3. Appen dix III shall include  all species whic h any Party  identifies as being subject to regulation within its jurisdiction

for the purpose of preventing or restricting exploitation, and as needing the cooperation of other parties in the control

of trade.

4. The Parties shall  not allow trade in specimens of species included in Appendices I, II and III except in accordance
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with the provisions of the present Convention.

ARTIC LE III

REGULATION OF TRADE IN SPECIMENS OF SPECIES INCLUDED IN APPENDIX I

1. All trade in specimens of species included in Appendix I shall be in accordance with the provisions of this Article.

2. The export of any specimen of a species included in Appen dix I shall require the prior grant and presentation of an

export pe rmit.  An exp ort permit sha ll only be grante d when the fo llowing cond itions have be en met:

(a) a Scientific Authority of the State of export has advised that such export will not be detrimental to the survival

of that species;

(b) a Management Authority of the State of export is satisfied that the specimen was not obtained in contravention

of the laws of that State for the protection of fauna and flora;

(c) a Management Authority of the State of export is satisfied that any living specimen will be so prepared and

shipped as to minimize the risk of injury, damage to health or cruel treatment; and 

(d) a Management Authority of the State of the export is satisfied that an import permit has been granted for the

specimen.

3. The import of any specimen of a species included in Appendix I shall require the prior grant and presentation of an

import permit and either an export permit or a r e-export ce rtificate.  An imp ort permit sha ll only be granted when

the following c onditions ha ve been m et:

(a) a Scientific Autho rity of the State of import has advised that the import will be for purposes which are not

detrimental to the survival of the species involved;

(b) a Scientific Autho rity of the State of im port is satisfied that the prop osed recip ient of a living spe cimen is

suitably equipped to house and care for it; and 

(c) a Management Authority of the State of import is satisfied that the specimen is not to be used for prim arily

commercial purp oses.

4. The re-export o f any specime n of a specie s included in A ppendix  I shall require the prior grant and presentation of

a re-export certificate.  A re-export certificate shall only be granted when the following conditions have been met:

(a) a Manag ement Auth ority of the State o f re-export is satisfied  that the specim en was imp orted into tha t State in

accordance with the provisions of the present Convention;

(b) a Management Authority of the State of re-export is satisfied that any living specimen will be so prepared and

shipped as to minimize the risk of injury, damage to health or cruel treatment; and 

(c) a Management Authority of the State of re-export is satisfied that an import permit has been granted for any

living specimen.

5. The introduction  from the sea o f any specime n of a specie s included in  Appendix I shall require the prior grant of

a certificate from a Management Authority of the State of introduction.  A certificate shall only be granted when the

following co nditions have  been met:

(a) a Scientific Authority of the State of introduction advises that the introduction will not be detrimental to the

survival of the species involved;

(b) a Management Authority of the State of introduction is satisfied that the proposed recipient of a living specimen

is suitably equipped to house and care for it; and 

(c) a Manag ement Auth ority of the State o f introduction  is satisfied that the spe cimen is  not to be use d for prima rily

commercial purp oses.

ARTIC LE IV

REGUL ATION O F TRAD E IN SPEC IMENS O F SPECIES IN CLUDE D IN APP ENDIX II

1. All trade in specimens of species included in Appendix II shall be in accordance with the provisions of this Article.

2. The export of any specimen of a species included in Appendix II shall require the prior grant and presentation of

an expor t permit.  An ex port perm it shall only be gra nted when th e following co nditions have  been met:

(a) a Scientific Authority of the State of export has advised that such expo rt will not be de trimental to  the survival

of that species;

(b) a Management  Authority of the State of export is satisfied that the specimen was not obtained in contravention
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of the laws of that State for the protection of fauna and flora; and

(c) a Management Authority of the State of export is satisfied that any living specimen will be so prepared and

shipped a s to minimize th e risk of injury, da mage to he alth or cruel trea tment.

3. A Scientific Authority in each Party shall monitor both the export permits granted by that State for specimens of

species included in Appendix II and the actual exports o f such specim ens.  Wh enever a S cientific Autho rity

determines that the export of specimens of any such species should b e limited in order to maintain that species

throughout its range at a  level consisten t with its role in the ecosystems in which it occurs and well above the level

at which that spe cies might be come eligib le for inclusion in A ppendix  I, the Scientific  Authority shall advise the

approp riate Management Authority of suitable measures to be taken to limit the grant of export permits for

specimens of that species.

4. The import of any specimen of a species included in Appendix II shall require the prior presentation of either an

export permit or a re-export certificate.

5. The re-export of any specimen of a species included in Appendix II shall require the prior grant and presentation

of a re-expor t certificate.  A re-expo rt certificate shall on ly be granted  when the follo wing cond itions have be en met:

(a) a Manag ement Auth ority of the State o f re-export is satisfied  that the specim en was imp orted into tha t State in

accordance with the provisions of the present Convention; and 

(b) a Management  Authority of the State of re-export is satisfied that any living specimen will be so prepared and

shipped a s to minimize th e risk of injury, da mage to he alth or cruel trea tment.

6. The introduction from the sea of any specimen of a species inc luded in A ppendix  II shall require the prior grant of

a certificate from a Management Authority of the State of introduction .  A certificate shall only be granted when the

following co nditions have  been met:

(a) a Scientific  Authority of the State of introduction advises that the introduction will not be detrimental to the

survival of the species involved; and

(b) a Manag ement Auth ority of the State  of introduction is satisfied that any living specimen will be so handled as

to minimize th e risk of injury, da mage to he alth or cruel trea tment.

7. Certificates referred to in p aragraph  6 of this Article m ay be grante d on the ad vice of a Scie ntific Authority, in

consultation with other natio nal scientific autho rities or, when ap propriate , international scie ntific authorities, in

respect of periods no t exceeding one year for total num bers of specimens to be  introduced in such period s.

ARTICLE V

REGUL ATION O F TRAD E IN SPEC IMENS O F SPECIES IN CLUDE D IN APP ENDIX III

1. All trade in specimens of species includ ed in App endix III sha ll be in accor dance with  the provisions of this Article.

2. The export of any specimen of a species included in Appendix III from any State which has included that species

in Appendix III shall require the prior grant and presentation of an export permit.  An export permit shall only be

granted wh en the followin g condition s have bee n met:

(a) a Management  Authority of the State of export is satisfied that the specimen was not obtained in contravention

of the laws of that State for the protection of fauna and flora; and

(b) a Management Authority of the State of export is satisfied that any living specimen will be so prepared and

shipped a s to minimize th e risk of injury, da mage to he alth or cruel trea tment.

3. The import of any specimen of a species inc luded in A ppendix  III shall require, except in circumstances to which

paragraph 4 of this Article applies, the prior presentation of a certificate of origin and, where the import is from a

State which ha s included tha t species in Ap pendix III, a n export p ermit.

4. In the case of re -export, a certificate granted by the Management Authority of the State of re-export that the

specimen  was proce ssed in that State  or is being re-e xported  shall be accepted by the State of import as evidence

that the provisions of the present Convention have been complied with in respect of the specimen concerned.

ARTICLE VI

PERMITS AND CERTIFICATES

1. Permits  and certificates granted under the provisions of Articles III, IV, and V shall be in accordance with the

provisions of this Article.
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2. An export pe rmit shall conta in the informatio n specified in the  model set fo rth in Appendix IV, and may only be

used for export within a period of six months from the date on which it was granted.

3. Each pe rmit or certificate  shall contain  the title of the present Convention, the name and any identifying stamp of

the Man agement A uthority granting it an d a contro l number as signed by the  Manag ement Auth ority.

4. Any copies of a  permit  or certificate  issued by a Management Authority shall be clearly marked as copies only and

no such copy may be used in place of the original, except to the extent endorsed thereon.

5. A separate perm it or certificate shall be required for each con signment of specimens.

6. A Management Authority of the State of import of any specimen shall cancel and retain the export permit or re-

export certificate and any corresponding import permit presented in respect of the import of that specimen.

7. Where  appropriate and feasible, a Management Authority  may affix a mark  upon any sp ecimen to a ssist in

identifying the specimen.  For these purposes "mark" means any indelible imprint, lead seal or other suitable means

of identifying a specimen, designed in such a way as to  render its  imitation by unauthorized persons as difficult as

possible.

ARTIC LE VII

EXEMPTIONS AND OTHER SPECIAL PROVISIONS RELATING TO TRADE

1. The provisions of Articles III, IV, and V shall not ap ply to the transit or  trans-shipmen t of specime ns through o r in

the territory of a P arty while the spe cimens rem ain in Custom s control.

2. Where  a Management Authority of the State of export or re-export is satisfied that a specimen was acquired before

the provisions  of the present Convention applied to that specimen, the provisions of Articles III, IV and V shall not

apply to that sp ecimen wh ere the M anageme nt Authority issue s a certificate to tha t effect.

3. The provisions of Articles III, IV, V shall not apply to specimens that are personal or household effects.  This

exemption shall not apply where:

(a) in the case of specimens of a species included in Appendix I, they were acqu ired by the o wner outsid e his State

of usual residence, and are being imported into that State; or

(b) in the case of specimens of species included in Appendix II:

(i) they were acqu ired by the o wner outsid e his State of usu al residence  and in a State where removal from

the wild occurred;

(ii) they are being imported into the owner's State of usual residence; and 

(iii) the State where removal from the wild occurred requires the prior grant of export permits before any export

of such specimens;

unless a Management Authority is satisfied that the specimens were acquired before the provisions of the present

Convention app lied to such specimens.

4. Specimens of an animal species included in Appendix I bred in captivity for commercial purposes, or of a plant

species included in A ppendix  I artificially propagated  for commercial purposes, shall be deemed to be specimens

of species included in Appendix II.

5. Where  a Management  Authority of the State of export is satisfied that any specimen of an animal species was bred

in captivity or any sp ecimen of a  plant specie s was artificially propagated, or is a part of such an animal or plant or

was derived the refrom, a ce rtificate by that Management Authority to that effect shall be accepted in lieu of any of

the permits or certificates required under the provisions of Article III, IV, or V.

6. The provisions of Articles III, IV, and V shall not apply to the noncommercial loan, donation or exchange between

scientists or scientific institutions  registered b y a Mana gement Au thority of their State, of herbarium specimens,

other preserved, dried or embedded museum specimens, and live plant material which carry a label issued or

approv ed by a M anageme nt Authority.

7. A Management Authority of any State may waive the requirements of Articles III, IV, and V and allow the

movement without permits or certificates of specimens which form part of a travelling zoo, circus, menagerie, plant

exhibition o r other travelling  exhibition pr ovided tha t:

(a) the exporte r or impo rter registers full de tails of such spec imens with that M anageme nt Authority;

(b) the specimens are in either of the categories specified in paragraphs 2 or 5 of this Article; and

(c) the Management Au thority is satisfied that an y living specime n will be so trans ported an d cared fo r as to

minimize the r isk of injury, dam age to health o r cruel treatme nt.
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ARTIC LE VIII

MEASURES TO BE TAKEN BY THE PARTIES

1. The Parties shall take appropriate measures to enforce the provisions of the present Convention and to prohibit trade

in specimens in violation thereof.  The se shall include measures:

(a) to penalize trade in, or possession of, such specimens, or both; and

(b) to provide for the confiscation o r return to the State of export of such spe cimens.

2. In addition to the measures taken under paragraph 1 of this Article, a Party may, when it deems necessary, provide

for any method of internal reimbursement for expenses incurred as a result of the confiscation of a specimen traded

in violation of the measures taken in the application of the provisions of the present Convention.

3. As far as possible, the Parties shall ensure that specimens shall pass  through any fo rmalities requ ired for trade  with

a minimum of delay.  To facilitate such passage, a Party may designate ports of exit and ports of entry at which

specimen s must be pr esented for  clearance.  The Parties shall ensure further that all living specimens, during any

period of transit, holding or shipment, are  properly  cared for so  as to minimize  the risk of injury, da mage to he alth

or cruel treatm ent.

4. Where a living specimen is confiscated as a result of measures referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article:

(a) The specimen shall be entrusted to a Management Authority of the State of confiscation;

(b) the Man agement A uthority shall, after co nsultation with the S tate of expo rt, return the specimen to that State

at the expense of that State, or to a rescue centre or such other place as the Management Authority deems

appropriate and consistent with the purposes of the present Convention; and 

(c) the Manag ement Auth ority may ob tain the advice  of a Scientific A uthority, or may, w henever it co nsiders it

desirable, consult the Secretariat in order to facilitate the decision under subparagraph (b) of this paragraph,

including the choice of a rescue centre or other place.

5. A rescue centre as referred to in paragraph 4 of this Article means an institution designated by a Management

Authority to look after the welfare of living specimens, particularly those that have been confiscated.

6. Each Party shall ma intain record s of trade in sp ecimens o f species includ ed in Appendices I, II and III whic h shall

cover:

(a) the names and addresses of exporters and importers; and

(b) the number and type of permits and certificates granted the States with which such trade occurred; the numbers

or quantities and  types of specimens, names of species as included in Appendices I, II and III and, where

applicable, the size and sex of the specimens in question.

7. Each Party shall prepar e periodic  reports on  its implementa tion of the pre sent Conv ention and  shall transmit  to the

Secretariat:

(a) an annual report containing a summary of the informatio n specified in  subparag raph (b) o f paragrap h 6 of this

Article; and 

(b) a biennial report on legislative, regulatory and administrative measures taken to enforce the provisions of the

present Convention.

8. The information refe rred to in paragraph 7 of this Article shall be available to the public where this is not

inconsistent with the law of the Party concerned.

ARTIC LE IX

MANAGEMENT AND SCIENTIFIC AUTHORITIES

1. Each party shall designate for the purposes of the present Convention:

(a) one or more Management Authorities competent to grant permits or certificates on behalf of that Party; and 

(b) one or more S cientific Authorities.

2. A State depo siting an instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession shall at that time inform the

Depositary Government of the name a nd addr ess of the M anageme nt Authority auth orized to c ommunic ate with

other Par ties and with the S ecretariat.

3. Any changes in the designations or authorizations under the provisions of this Article shall be communicated by the

Party concerned to  the Secretariat for transmission to all other Parties.

4. Any Managem ent Authority referred to in paragrap h 2 of this Article shall if so requested by the Secretariat or the

Management  Authority of another Party, communicate to it impressio n of stamps, se als or other d evices used  to

authenticate permits or certificates.

ARTICLE X

TRADE WITH STATES NOT PARTY TO THE CONVENTION

Where  export or re-export is to , or impo rt is from, a State n ot a party to the  present Co nvention, co mparab le

documentation issued by the com petent autho rities in that State  which substantially conforms with the requirements of

the present C onvention  for permits an d certificates m ay be acce pted in lieu ther eof by any P arty.

ARTICLE XI

CONFERENCE OF THE PARTIES

1. The Secretariat shall call a meeting of the Conference of the Parties not later than two years  after the entry into  force

of the present Convention.

2. Thereafter the Secretariat shall convene regular meetings at least once every two years,  unless the conference

decides otherwise, and e xtraordinary meetings at any time on the written req uest of at least one-third of the Parties.

3. At meetings, whether regular or extraordinary, the Parties shall review the implementation of the present

Conven tion and ma y:

(a) make such provision a s may be necessary to enab le the Secretariat to carry out its duties;

(b) consider and adopt amendments to Appendices I and II in accordance with Article XV;

(c) review the progress made towards the restoration and conservation of the species inc luded in

Appendices I, II and III;

(d) receive and consider any reports presented by the Secretariat or by any Party; and 

(e) where appropriate, make recommendations for improving the effectiveness of the present Convention.

4. At each regular meeting, the Parties may determine the time and venue of the next regular mee ting to be held

in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 2 of this Article.

5. At any meeting, the Parties may determine and adopt rules of procedure for the meeting.

6. The United Nations, its Specialized Agencies and the International Atomic Energy Agency, as well as any State

not a Party to the Convention, may be represented at meetings of the Conference by observers, who shall have the right

to participate but not to vote.

7. Any body or a gency technic ally qualified in protection, conservation or management of wild fauna and flora,

in the following categories, which has informed the Secretariat of its desire to be represented at meetings of the

Conferen ce by obse rvers, shall be a dmitted unle ss at least one-third  of the Parties p resent obje ct:

(a) international agencies or bodies, either governmental or nongovernmental, and national governmental

agencies and bodies; and

(b) national nongovernmental agencies or bodies which have been approved for this purpose by the State

in which they are located.  Once admitted, these observers shall have the right to participate but not to vote.

ARTICLE  XII

THE SECRETARIAT

1. Upon entry into force of the present Convention, a Secretariat shall be provided by the Executive Director of

the United Nations E nvironment Progra mme.  To the ex tent and in the manner he con siders appropriate, he may be

assisted by suitable intergovernmental or nongovernmental intern ational or na tional agenc ies and bo dies technica lly

qualified in protection, conservation and management of wild fauna and flora.

2. The functions of the Secretariat shall be:

(a) to arrange for and service m eetings of the Parties;

(b) to perform the functions entrusted to it under the p rovisions of Articles XV and XVI of the present

Convention;

(c) to undertake scientific and technical studies in accordance with programmes authorized by the
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Conference of the Parties as will contribute to the implementation of the present Convention, including studies

concerning standards fo r approp riate prepa ration and sh ipment of living  specimen s and the me ans of identifying

specimens;

(d) to study the reports of P arties and to re quest from P arties such furthe r information  with respect the reto

as it deems necessary to ensure implementation of the present Convention;

(e) to invite the attention of the Parties to any matter pertaining to the aims of the present Convention;

(f) to publish periodically and distribute to the Parties current editions of Appendices I, II and III together

with any information which will facilitate identification of specimens of species included  in these Appendices.

(g) to prepare annual reports to the Parties on its work and on the implementation of the present

Conven tion and suc h other rep orts as meetin gs of the Par ties may requ est;

(h) to make recommendations for the implementation of the aims and provisions of the present Convention,

including the exchange of information of a scientific or technical nature;

(i) to perform any other function as m ay be entrusted to it by the Parties.

ARTICLE  XIII

INTERNATIONAL MEASURES

1. When the Secretariat in the light of information received is satisfied that any species included in Appendices

I or II is being affected adversely by trade in specimens of that species or that the provisions of the present Convention

are not being effec tively impleme nted, it shall  communicate such information to the authoriz ed Ma nagemen t Authority

of the Party or Parties concerned.

2. When any Party receives a communication as indicated in paragraph 1 of this Article, it shall, as soon as

possible, inform the Secretariat of any relevant facts insofar as its laws permit and, where appropriate, propose remedial

action.  Where the Party considers that an inquiry is desirable, such inquiry may be carried out by one or more persons

expressly auth orized by th e Party.

3. The information p rovided  by the Party o r resulting from a ny inquiry as spe cified in parag raph 2 of this A rticle

shall be reviewed by the next Conference of the Parties which may make whatever recommendations it deems

appropriate.

ARTICLE  XIV

EFFECT ON DOMESTIC LEGISLATION AND INTERNATIONAL CONVENTIONS

1. The pro visions of the p resent Con vention shall in no  way affect the right o f Parties to ad opt:

(a) stricter domestic m easures rega rding the co nditions for trade, taking possession or transport of

specimens of species included in Appendices I, II and III, or the complete prohibition thereof; or 

(b) domestic measures restricting or prohibiting trade taking possession, or transport of species not

included in Appendices I, II or III.

2. The provisions of the present Convention shall in no way affect the provisions of any domestic measures or the

obligations of Parties deriving from any treaty, convention, or international agreement relating to other aspects of trade,

taking, possession, or transport of specimens which is in force or subsequently may enter into force for any Party

including any measure pertaining to the C ustoms, public health, veterinary or plant qua rantine fields.

3. The provisions of the present Convention shall in no way affect the provisions of, or the obligations deriving

from, any treaty, convention or international agreement concluded or which may be concluded between States creating

a union or regional tr ade agreement establishing or maintaining a common external customs control and removing

customs control between the parties thereto insofar as they relate to trade among the States members of that union or

agreeme nt.

4. A State party to the present Convention, which is also a party to any other treaty, convention or international

agreement which is in force at the time of the coming into force of the present Convention and under the provisions of

which protection is afforded to marine species included in Appendix II, shall be relieved of the obligations imposed on

it under the p rovisions of the  present Co nvention with re spect to trad e in specimens of species included in Appendix II

that are taken by sh ips registered  in that State and  in accorda nce with the pr ovisions of suc h other treaty,  convention or

international ag reement.
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5. Notwithstanding the provisions of Articles III, IV, and V, any export of a specimen taken in acco rdance with

paragraph 4 of this Article shall only require a certificate from a Management Authority of the State of introduction to

the effect that the specimen was taken in accordance with the provisions of the other treaty, convention or international

agreement in question.

6. Nothing in their present Convention shall prejudice the codification and development of the law of the sea by

the United Nations Conference on the Law of the Sea convened pursuant to Resolution 2750 C (XXV) of the General

Assemb ly of the United Nations nor the present or future claims and legal views of any State concerning the law of the

sea and the nature and extent of coastal and flag State jurisdiction.

ARTICLE XV

AMEN DMEN TS TO A PPEND ICES I AND  II

1. The following provisions shall apply in relation to amendments to Appendices I and II at meetings of the

Conference of the P arties:

(a) Any Party may propose an amendment to Append ix I or II for consideration at the next meeting.  The

text of the proposed amendment shall be communicated to the Secretariat at least 150 days before the meeting.  The

Secretariat shall consult the other Parties and interested bodies on the amendment in accordance with the provisions of

subparagraphs (b) and (c) of paragraph 2 of this Article and shall communicate the response to all Parties not later than

30 days before the meeting.

(b) Amend ments shall be ado pted by a two -thirds majo rity  of Parties present and vo ting.  For these

purposes "Parties p resent and v oting" mea ns Parties pr esent and ca sting an affirmative  or negative v ote.  Parties

abstaining fro m voting sha ll not be cou nted amo ng the two-third s required fo r adopting  an amend ment.

(c) Amend ments adopted at a meeting shall enter into force 90 days after that meeting for all Parties except

those which make a reservation in accordance with paragraph 3 of this Article.

2. The following pro visions shall ap ply in relation to A mendm ents to appendices I and II between meetings of the

Conference of the P arties:

(a) Any Party may propose an amendment  to Appendix I or II for consideration between meetings by thea

postal procedures set forth in this paragraph.

(b) For marine spe cies, the Secre tariat shall, upon  receiving the te xt of the proposed amendm ent,

immediate ly commun icate it to the Pa rties.  It shall also consult intergovernmental bodies having a function in relation

to those spec ies especially with  a view to  obtaining scientific data these bodies may be able to provide and to ensuring

coordination with any conservation measures enforced by such bodies.  The Secretariat shall communicate the views

expressed and data provided by these bodies and its own findings and recommendations to the Parties as soon as possible.

(c) For species other than marine species, the Secretariat shall, upon receiving the text of the proposed

amendment, imm ediately communicate it to the Pa rties, and as soon as possible therea fter, its own recommendations.

(d) Any Party may, within 60 days of the date on which the Secretariat communicated its recommendations

to the Parties under subparagraphs (b) or (c) of this paragrap h, transmit to the S ecretariat any c ommen ts on the proposed

amendment together with any relevant scientific data and information.

(e) The Secretariat shall communicate the replies received b y together with  its own recom mendatio ns to

the Parties as soon as possible.

(f) If no objection to the proposed amendment is received by the Secretariat w ithin 30 days o f the date

the replies and recommendations were communicated under the provisions of subparagraph (e) of this paragraph, the

amendment shall enter into force 90 days later for all Parties ex cept those w hich make a  reservation in  accorda nce with

paragraph 3 of this Article.

(g) If an objection by any Party is received by the Secretariat, the proposed amendment shall be submitted

to a postal vote in accordance with the provisions of subparagraph (h), (i) and (j) of this paragraph.

(h) The Secretariat shall notify the Parties that notification of objection has been received.

(i) Unless the Secretariat receives the votes for, against or in abstention from at least one-half of the

Parties within 60 days of the date of notification under subparagraph (h) of this paragra ph, the pro posed a mendm ent shall

be referred to the next meeting of the Conference for further consideration.

(j) Provided that votes are received from o ne-half of the Parties, the amendment shall be adopted by a two-

thirds majority of Parties casting an affirmative or negative vote.

(k) The Secretariat shall notify all Parties of the result of the vote.

(l) If the proposed amendment is adopted, it shall enter into force 90 days after the date of the notification

by the Secretariat of its acceptance for all Parties except those which make a reservation in accordance with paragraph

3 of this Article.

3. During the period of 90 days provided for by subparagraph (c) of paragraph 1 or subparagraph (1) of paragraph

2 of this Article, any Party may by notification in writing to the Depositary Government make a reservation with respect

to the amend ment.  Until such reservation is withdrawn, the Party shall be treated as a State not a Party to the present

Convention with respect to trade in the species concerned.

ARTICLE XVI

APPENDIX III AND AMENDMENTS THERETO

1. Any Party may at a ny time subm it to the Secreta riat a list of species w hich it identifies as b eing subjec t to

regulation within its jurisdiction  for the purp ose mentio ned in para graph 3 o f Article II.  Appendix III shall include the

names of the Parties submitting the species for inclusion therein, the scientific names of the species so submitted, and

any parts or derivatives of animals or plants concerned that are specified in  relation to the species for the purposes of

subparagraph (b) of Article I.

2. Each list submitted und er the prov isions of para graph 1 o f this Article shall be communicated to the Parties by

the Secretariat as soon as possible after receiving it.  The list shall take effect as part of Appendix III 90 days after the

date of such com munication .  At any time after the communication of such list, any Party may by notification in writing

to the Depositary Govern ment enter a r eservation w ith respect to a ny species o r any parts  or derivatives, and until such

reservation is withdrawn, the  State shall be tre ated as a Sta te not a Par ty to the presen t Conventio n with respect to  trade

in the species or part or derivative concerned.

3. A Party which has submitted a species for  inclusion in Ap pendix III m ay withdraw it  at any time by notification

to the Secretariat which shall communicate the withdrawal to all Parties.  The withdrawal shall take effect 30 days after

the date of such communication.

4. Any Party submitting a list under the provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article shall submit to the Secretariat

a copy of all domestic laws and regulations applicable to the protection of such species, together with any interpretations

which the Party amy d eem app ropriate o r the Secreta riat may requ est.  The P arty shall, for as long  as the species  in

question is included in A ppendix  III, submit any amendments of such laws and regulations or any new interpretations

as they are adopted.

ARTICLE  XVII

AMENDMENT OF THE CONVENTION

1. An extraordinary meeting of the Conference of the Parties shall be convened by the Secretariat on the written

request of at least one-third of the Parties to consider and adopt amendments to the present Convention.  Such

amendm ents shall be adopted by a two-thirds majority of Parties present and voting.  For these purposes "Parties present

and voting" means Parties present and casting a n affirmative or n egative vote .  Parties abs taining from the  voting shall

not be co unted amo ng the two-third s required fo r adopting  an amend ment.

2. The text of any proposed amendment shall be communicated by the Secretariat to  all Parties at least 9 0 days

before the meeting.

3. An amendment shall enter into force for the Parties which have accepted it 60 days after two-thirds of the Parties

have deposit ed an instrum ent of accep tance of the am endmen t with the Dep ositary Go vernment.  T hereafter, the

amendment shall enter into for ce for any oth er Party 60  days after that Party deposits its instruments of acceptance of

the amend ment.

ARTICLE  XVIII

RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES
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1. Any dispute which may arise between two or more Parties with respect to the interpretation or application of

the provisions of the present Convention shall be subject to negotiation between the Parties involved in the dispute.

2. If the dispute cannot be resolved in accordance with paragraph 1 of this Article, the Parties may, by mutual

consent,  submit  the dispute to arbitration, in particular that of the Permanent Court of Arbitration at The Hague, and the

Parties submitting the dispute shall be bound by the arbitral decision.

ARTICLE  XIX

SIGNATURE

The present Co nvention sha ll be open for signature at Washington until 30th April 1973 and thereafter at Berne un til

31st December 1974.

ARTICLE XX

RATIFICATION, ACCEPTANCE, APPROVAL

The present Convention shall be subject to ratification, acceptance or approval.  Instruments of ratification,

acceptance or approval shall be deposited with the Government of the Swiss Confederation which shall be the Depositary

Govern ment.

ARTICLE XXI

ACCESSION

The present Co nvention sha ll be open in definitely for acc ession.  Instrum ents of access ion shall  be deposited  with

the Depo sitary Gove rnment.

ARTICLE  XXII

ENTRY INTO FORCE

1. The present Con vention shall en ter into force 9 0 days after the  date of dep osit of the tenth instru ment of

ratification, acce ptance, ap proval or  accession, w ith the Depo sitary Gove rnment.

2. For each State  which ratifies, acc epts or ap proves the  present Co nvention or  accedes th ereto after the d eposit

of the tenth  instrument of ra tification, accep tance, app roval or ac cession, the p resent Con vention shall en ter into force

90 days after the deposit by such State of its instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession.

ARTICLE  XXIII

RESERVATIONS

1. The provisions of the present Convention shall not be subject to general reservations.  Specific reservations may

be entered in accordance with the provisions of this Article and Articles XV and XVI.

2. Any State may,  on depo siting its instrument of ra tification, accep tance, app roval or ac cession, enter  a specific

reservation with regard to:

(a) any species included in Appendix I, II or III; or 

(b) any parts or derivatives specified in relation to a species included in Appendix III.

3. Until a Party withdraws its reservation entered under the p rovisions of this A rticle, it shall be treate d as a State

not a Party  to the present Conven tion with respe ct to trade in the  particular sp ecies or pa rts or derivativ es specified in

such reservation.

ARTICLE  XXIV
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DENUNCIATION

Any Party may denounce the present Convention by written notification to the Depositary Government at any time.

The denunciation shall take effect twelve months after the Depositary Government has received the notification.

ARTICLE XXV

DEPOSITARY

1. The original of the present Convention, in the Chinese, English, French, Russian and Spanish languages, each

version being equally authentic, shall be deposited with the Depositary Government, which shall transmit certified copies

thereof to all Sta tes that have signe d it or depo sited instrumen ts of accession  to it.

2. The Depositary Go vernment shall inform all signatory and acce ding States and the Secretariat of signatures,

deposit  of instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession, entry into force of the present Convention,

amendments thereto, entry and withdrawal of reservations and notifications of denunciation.

3. As soon as the present Convention enters into force, a certified copy thereof shall be transmitted by the

Depositary Govern ment to  the Secretariat o f the United N ations for registra tion and pu blication in ac cordanc e with

Article 102 of the Charter o f United Nations.

IN WITN ESS WH EREOF the undersigned Plenipotentiaries, being duly authorized to that effect, have signed the

present Convention.

DONE at Washington this third day of March, One Thousand Nine Hundred and Seventy-three.
